Norte 1:

Some Ford, Lincoln, and Mercury vehicles have a
rubber sleeve inside the rear coil spring. This sleeve
needs to be removed to alow instalation of the air
spring. It can be either cut out or pulled out with vise

grips.

Nore 2:
OnVolvovehiclesa3/8" holewill havetobedrilled
in the upper spring seat to allow the air line to pass
through. See Figure"A".

PARTs LisT
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STeEP 1 - VEHICLE PREPARATION

Removethepositivebattery cable. Withthevehicle
on asolid level surface chock the front wheels. Raise
the rear wheels of the vehicle using a lift or platform
jack rated for your vehicle weight. Remove the rear
wheels. Lower the vehicle onto jack stands rated for
your vehicles weight making sure the suspension is
fully extended. (Do NOT usewood or concrete blocks
to support the weight of the vehicle.)

STEP 2 - SHOCK ABSORBERS

If necessary, additional clearance between the cail
spring turns may be obtained by removing the shock
absorbers from the lower mounts and lowering the
suspensionanadditional onetotwoinches. (CAUTION:
Do not put strain or tension on the flexible brakeline.)

STeEP 3: AIR SPRING PREPARATION

Cutasectionof air linetubing 3inchesinlength and
install into the push-to-connect fitting on the air spring
(a"saw" cut with a sharp knifeis preferred). Exhaust
theair fromtheair spring by rolling it up toward theair
inlet. Aftertheairis exhausted, install theplugintothe
3" tubing coming out of the air spring see Figure"B".

Proceed with Step 3 for the following vehicles,

Century, Celebrity, CutlassCiera6000and X, kylark, Citation,
Omega, Phoenix, Pathfinder, Trooper, Toronado, Riviera, El
Dorado, SeMille, LeSabre, Electra, Park Avenue, DeVille,
Olds 88, Olds 98, Bonneville, Volvo, and Ford, Lincoln, and
Mercury vehicles.

STEP 3A - INSTALL THE AIR SPRING

(Century, Celebrity, CutlassCiera6000and X, Skylark, Citation,
Omega, Phoenix, Pathfinder, Trooper, \olvo, and Ford, Lincoln,
and Mercury vehicles)

Insert the top of the flattened air spring into the coil
springthroughthelowest openinginthecoil springwith
the push-to-connect air inlet at the top of the coil spring
seeFigures"C" & "D". Theair spring supportswill be
added in Step 3D.

STEP 3B - INSTALL THE AIR SPRING

(Toronado, Riviera, El Dorado, SeVille, LeSabre, Electra,
Park Avenue, DeVille, Olds 88, Olds 98, And Bonneville)
Insert the top of the flattened air spring into the coil
springthroughthelowest openinginthecoil springwith
the push-to-connect air inlet at the bottom of the coil
spring see Figures"E" & "F". Theair spring supports
will beinstaled in Step 3D.

STEP 3C - ADJUST THE AIR SPRING

Push theair spring up into the coil spring by hand or
with ablunt tool, such as a spoon shaped tireiron. Do
NOT use any thing with sharp edges or corners, asthis
may damage the air spring.

When the air spring is completely within the coil
spring, remove the plug and tubing section by pushing
thecollar onthefittingtowardstheair springand pulling
on the tubing to remove. Allow theair spring to return
to its normal shape.

STEP 3D - INSTALL THE SUPPORTS

(Century, Celebrity, CutlassCiera6000and X, Skylark, Citation,

Omega, Phoenix, Pathfinder, Trooper, Volvo, and Ford, Lincoln,
and Mercury vehicles)

Push the air spring to the bottom of the coil spring

and insert the protector between the air spring and the
top spring seat see Figure"D".

(Toronado, Riviera, El Dorado, SeVille, LeSabre, Electra,
Park Avenue, DeVille, Olds 88, Olds 98, and Bonneville)

Push the air spring to the top of the coil spring and

insert the protector between the air spring and the
bottom spring seat see Figure "F".

REPEAT STEP 3 FOR THE OPPOSITE SIDE OF THE VEHICLE

STEP 4A- PREPARE THE VEHICLE FOR INSTALLATION
(Camaro, Firebird, Monza, Skyhawk, Starfire, Astre, Sunbird,
and \ega)
Note 1:
Removethecoil springand springinsulator fromthe
vehicle. Insert theair springintothecoil springwiththe

push-to-connect air fitting at thebottom of thecoil spring
seeFigure"E" & "F".

NoTtEe 2:

The vehiclesin this section do not have aholein the
lower spring seat. Locatethe center of thelower spring
seat and mark with a center punch. Drill a 3/8" hole
through the center of the lower spring seat.

NoTtEe 3:

On the 1975 and newer Vega, Monza, Starfire,
Skyhawk, and Sunbird the upper jounce bumper cone
will need to be removed. The air spring will take the
place of the jounce bumper cone.

STEP 4B - RE-INSTALL THE ASSEMBLY

Re-install theupper spring insulator on thetop of the

coil spring. Index it so that the notch fits on the end of
the coil spring. Re-install the coil spring and the air
spring assembly into thevehicle'sspring seats, ensuring
that theend of thecoil springisindexed properly intothe
notch in the spring seat.

STEP 4C - INSTALL THE SUPPORTS

Push the air spring to the top of the coil spring and

insert the protector on the bottom of the air spring (air
fitting end) see Figure "F".

REPEAT STEP 4 FOR THE OPPOSITE SIDE OF THE VEHICLE

ST7eEP 5 - RE-ATTACH THE SHOCK ABSORBERS

Attach the shock absorbersif removed earlier in the
installation.

STEP 6 - ROUTE THE AIR LINE

Cuttheair linetubinginto two equal lengths, making
surethetubingiscut assgquarely aspossible (a"saw" cut
withasharp knifeispreferred). Selectalocationfor the
inflation valves in a protected area, such as. on the
bumper or body (Note: The inflation valve will be
installed in step 7).

Insert the air line tubing into the push-to-connect
fittingontheair springasfar aspossible. Routetheairline

With the tubing routed from the air spring to the
locationof theinflationvalveuse, thenylontiessupplied
to secure the air line tubing to the vehicle as shown in
Figure"G". Be careful to avoid areas of high heat and
sharp edgeswhen fastening the tubing to the vehicle.

STEP 7 - INSTALL THE INFLATION VALVE

Drill a 5/16" hole where you wish to mount the
inflationvalve. Remember tokeeptheinflationvalvein
a protected area that is easily accessible. Attach the
inflation valve to the bumper or body of the vehicle as
shown in Figure "H". Tighten all nuts at thistime.

Cut the excess air line tubing so that it will fit easily
into the inflation valve, making sure the end is cut
squarely (a"saw" cut with a sharp knife is preferred).
Push the end of thetubing into theinflation valve asfar
as possible.

STEP 8 - INFLATE AND TEST

Inflate the air springs to recommended maximum
operating pressure (see page 1 for operating pressures).
With a soap and water solution, check for air leaks
around the fittings and valve core. We recommend
inflating and deflatinginsmall incrementstofindtheideal
riding conditionfor your vehicle.

S7eP 9 - COMPLETION

Installation is now complete. Replace the wheels
andtorquethelugnutstothemanufacturer'sspecification.
Raise the vehicle and remove the jack stands and lower
thevehicletotheground. Re-attachthe positive battery
cable.
